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English:

Fiction and non-fiction: Year 4 will be able to tell you all the
differences between these two types of texts. We will start of f
with identifying and understanding the key features of
newspapers. Boudicca and her tribe are on the revolt! Year 4 will
be writing their own factual reports in the style of tabloid news
and report on the events as they happen.

We will then be applying our knowledge of information texts to
the Romans fo share our knowledge with an audience! Our final
text type will be an advert - can we convince people to join the
Roman army?

Even though we don't have a novel for our topic this
half-term, we will still be looking at a variety of
non-fiction books to inspire our writing.

On a weekly basis, your child will be practising spellings
and reading skills in class. This will include inference,
comprehension and retrieval skills. Keep an eye on
Seesaw for our spelling boards!

Mathematics

During Mathematics this half term, we will be developing our
understanding of equivalence and fractions. We will also be
exploring division practically and through different written
methods.

Some of the things we will look at include:

. Equivalent fractions and how to compare Q‘>
them.

. Adding and subtracting fractions. 7

. Counting in tenths.

J Solving simple measure and money problems involving
fractions and decimals.

We also get to enjoy one of our favourite weeks of the year:
Crystal Maze week! During this week, we get to work together
and demonstrate our problem solving skills.

Year 4 will be continuing to have a huge push on their times
tables and will be focusing on different times tables every
week to secure the children's knowledge of this.

Carrying on with our whole school theme 'No Outsiders
in Our School’, this term we will exploring the book 'Red
- A crayon’s story'. We will be considering how to be our
true selves and to feel proud of who we are.
