English
For this topic, all of our English learning will be based on the novel

'Viking Boy' by Tony Bradman. This novel links wonderfully to our In-
vaders topic and the children will have a brilliant understanding of the
text by the end of the half ferm.

We will be focussing on our grammar and sentence construction, which
we will use to help us write extracts of non-fiction texts. Using exciting
examples of these text types, we will be writing:

] Descriptions of the main characters ‘
] A prediction of what will happen next in the story
] Expressing our opinions through a book review

If you would like to support your child's reading at home, have a go at
creating a mini quiz on the book they are reading or making predictions
on what could happen

Mathematics

Oh no! Ethelred the Unready is unready for how exciting our Maths. is going to

be in Year 5 - thank goodness the Vikings have come along to help. During this

half term, we will be beginning our first units which will cover a range of key

skills that will underpin the Mathematics work we do during the rest of the
ear.

place value of numbers up to 1 million
negative numbers
rounding whole and decimal numbers

identifying square and cube numbers as well as factors, multiples and
prime numbers

o using written methods to add and subtract, then applying those skills to
problems

o using written methods to multiply four digit numbers by a one digit
number

next! e Throughout these units, we will be applying our skills to reasoning and problem
' , solving activities. At home, it would be wonderful if you could continue to prac-
tise times tables with your child in a variety of ways and apply them to word
problems.
French
This half term, the children will describe themselves
in terms of height and character, eye colour and hair
length and colour. We will also develop a sim-
ple understanding of Viking history, and
increase the amount of French verbs that
we know.

Behaviour & Safety

What is the rule of law? Why is it important to fol-
low the rules? We will be discussing these ideas as a
claﬁ:s clmd thinking about how these impact our life at
school.

Personal, Health, Social and Education (P.H.S.E)
This half term, we will begin our 'No Outsiders’
scheme. We will study a book with a focus on consid-
ering consequences for our actions.

In Music, we will be learning the notes on a recorder in order to play a
simple tune.

Histor:

We wili become historians during this half-term and look in detail at the
history of the Vikings. We will be learning about the Viking and Anglo-
Saxon struggle for the Kingdom of England to the time of Edward the
Confessor.

Geography

As we look at the Vikings, we will be finding out about where they were
from and where they explored. Through this, the children will be
finding out about the different continents of the world and their
geographical features.

During our Art lessons, we will be focussing on the technique of 'layering. We
will be exploring how to express emotion and mood through the use of colour.
We will create pieces of art work related to the Vikings!

Computing
This half term, we will be focusing on E-safety and cyber bullying and teaching
the children how to stay safe when online.

R.E.
We will be exploring Christianity—who is a Christian and what do they believe?
How do Christians show and express their beliefs?

For P.E. this half term, we will be developing our com-
petitive spirit through handball. Please ensure that
you bring in your P.E. kit and water bottle. Our P.E.
