Our _theme will last for:

French

This half term, we will be talking about
clothes. We will be asking and answering ques-
tion such as: What do you wear at different
times of the year? At the weekend what do
you like to wear? We will be learning lots

of new, exciting vocabulary to describe ; Hll\-'c

English:
For this topic, we will be focussing on a mixture of non-fiction texts
all about Egypt.

We will focus on our grammar and sentence construction, which we
will use to help us write extracts of non-fiction texts. Using excit-
ing examples of these text types, we will be writing:

o A diary from the perspective of a slave and a Pharaoh
. A recount of the discovery of Tutankhamun's fomb

We will also be building on our reading skills throughout the
half term, as we look at example texts to help us with our own
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Mathematics:

This half term, we will be investigating statistics and solving number prob-
lems.

As part of these units, we will be:

We will be recapping these areas and applying our knowledge to a range of
different problems and question types. During this half term, and
throughout next year, times table knowledge will be key and therefore we
would like the children to continue practising these at home in a variety of
different ways. To link with the units we are doing in school, it would also
be useful to discuss things like timetables with your child - how are they
used? Where might you ?md them?

Histor

We wili be finding out how long ago the An-
cient Egyptians were around and how things
have changed between then and now. We will
be discovering how differently pharaohs and
slaves lived and why. The children will also be
finding out about the importance of the River
Nile and exploring what happened to the an-
cient Egyptians.

Computing

This half term we will be using scratch to cre-
ate an Egyptian mummy game. We will be
learning how to control the movement of the
mummy by designing algorithms.

Music

In Music, we will be looking at the song ‘The
Fresh Prince of Bel-Air'. We will look at the
dimensions of music (pitch, rhythm, pitch) and
using singing and instruments fo improvise and
compose with this song.

Personal, Social, Health and Education (P.S.H.E.)

Inour P.S.H.E. lessons, we will be looking at what affects our emo-
tional, physical and mental health. We will be looking at the impact
of sleep as well as how to balance our time online. =

No Outsiders

This term we will continue our 'No Outsiders’
scheme. We will be looking at the book How to
Heal a Broken Wing by Bob Graham. This book
focuses on showing kindness to others.

Behaviour and Safety
What is respect? We will be discussing this and exploring ways to
deal with conflict. This half term’s British Values focus is
Democracy.

Key Questions for Discussion
The children will be finding out about slavery and discussing their
opinions on this matter. The Ancient Egyptians had vast
differences in lifestyle and wealth between classes and so we

will be asking the children if it is ok for some people to be
wealthier than others.

Science

This half term, we will be investigating different materials and
their properties. When faced with a water 'sample’ from the River
Nile, the children will get the opportunity to become separating
experts to obtain the purest water sample possible! We will also be
exploring why some materials dissolve and others don't.

R.E.

We will be exploring Islam this half term. We will look at how peo-
ple may live their lives in a different way due to their religion. We
will also ask and answer questions such as: What is the Quran?
Why is Calligraphy important in Islam?

How is eating certain foods an expression of the Muslim faith?
Why are pilgrimages important to those with a faith?
