e Verbs are ‘doing’ words (run, skip, jump etc).
e Averb can be written in the past (I ran), present (I am running) or future tense (I will run).
e Discuss the meaning of the words and try to think of a sentence containing the word.

Spelling tip: ‘v’ is by far the most common way of making the long ‘i’ sound (eye) sound at the end of a word.

Spelling tip: The ‘y’ is changed to ‘i’ before adding the suffix ‘ed’. ‘ed’ forms the past tense.
