P.E. Shared home learning:

This term we will be learning to develop balance and co-ordination
and to perform dances using simple movement patterns in the
context of plants and growing. We will be using a variety of differ-
ent movements and body shapes to represent a plant growing.

It is important that your child brings in their P.E. kit on a Monday
which will need to stay in school until Friday.

Our vocabulary and spellings that we will be practising and looking at over the half term will be
shared via Seesaw each week and these can be discussed and practised at home. It is always great to ask your child the definitions of the words and see if
they can put them into a sentence! An optional Maths. or English homework will be set via Seesaw on a weekly basis. The answers for this will accompany
the work and raffle tickets and rewards may be given for these by the teachers. A new topic project will be set at the start of the half term and this will be

explained on Seesaw - this one can let your creativity take hold!
