Dur theme for Spring Term is:

People of the World

Dur main focuses are:

. Learning about the similarities and differences of life in this country and
life in other countries.

. lIsing sentences to discuss events in detail and talk about familiar books.

. Commenting on images of familiar situations in the past.

Dur theme will last for:

Within Literacy and during free flow we will be focussing on:

Learning how to write captions, e.q. cat on a mat.

We will be learning some new sounds, such as j, v, w and x.
Learning new tricky words and how to read and spell them.
Listening to the initial sounds in simple words.

Listening to the sounds in a three and four letter word and beginning to write these sounds.

Learning how to farm capital letters.
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During phanics we will be focussing on seqmenting and blending three and four letter words.

Mathematics

Within Mathematics and during free flow we will be:

Exploring and using new mathematical vocabulary.

Counting beyond 10.

Subitising—looking at a small amount and knowing how many is there, e.g. on a dice.
Recapping shape names and their properties.

Composing and decomposing shapes.

In this topic we will be:

. Learning how ta identify and moderate our feelings.
. Learning how ta control our impulses
. No Outsiders - reading the story ‘Hello, Hello'
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. Learning how to name an emation and begin to develop strategies
to manage them.

Understanding the world (Science/Geography/History)
